 Operational Guidance for standardized 
augmentation of critical care services 
Standardized allocation of critical care 
interventions including recommendations for 
triage algorithms.  

∗ Unfortunately, the December Workgroup meeting 
was cancelled due to weather and we are in the 
process of rescheduling the meeting after the New 
Year.

Hospital Training: 

 Region 6 (King County) Homeland Security is 
providing funding to bring out a Train the 
Trainer Course for Emergency Department 
Personnel and EMS Providers. The Basic and 
Advanced Disaster Life Support Train the 
Trainer Courses, are available through the 
Medical College of Georgia. They will create a 
cadre of instructors that are available to educate 
hospital and pre-hospital personnel on disaster 
medical management.

 The hospitals will be participating in Evacuation 
workshops March 27, 28 and 29, 2007. These 1-
day workshops will be held in each emergency 
response zone. Emergency Managers, Fire 
partners, and Assisted Living Facilities will be 
invited to participate in the workshops to create 
awareness around hospital evacuation needs and 
evacuation planning. Please contact Lydia 
Ortega to register. 

Exercises: 
 Region 6 Hospitals will be participating in the 

National Disaster Medical System (NDMS) 
exercise in May. It will follow the Evacuation 
Workshops and we hope to incorporate some 
evacuation testing into the drill as well as test 
packaging patients and pushing them out of this 
area working with our NDMS partners. 

Planning:  
∗ All King County hospitals have been asked to 

provide their pandemic flu plan for review. 
Many plans are currently under development 
throughout the region. A pandemic flu 
workgroup will be created to begin the 
development of a regional plan for hospitals in 
2007. The workgroup will specifically look at 
strategies for hospital pandemic flu response and 
coordination with plans of regional partners, 
such as EMS.   

 
Infectious Disease Workgroup

This workgroup is made up of Infectious Disease 
Specialists and representatives from the local 
Association of Professionals in Infection Control and 
Epidemiology (APIC).  

 The Infectious Disease Workgroup held its first 
meeting on September 7, 2006. Representatives 
from seven Coalition hospitals attended the 
meeting. Dr. Duchin led the discussion and 
focused on pandemic flu planning and 
infection control issues. The group will 
continue to meet to discuss infection control, 
antiviral drug use, and other relevant topics.  

 Workgroup members were encouraged to 
become more actively involved in pandemic 
Flu and other emergency preparedness 
planning in their respective organizations.  
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Legal Work Group

This group is comprised of attorneys representing 
healthcare organizations and government entities in 
King County 

 The workgroup has reviewed a recommended 
model procedure for delivery of Health Officer 
Isolation Orders to hospitalized persons.  

 The group is conducting an analysis of legal issues 
that could arise during a large scale emergency 
response. This work is being coordinated with a 
cross-jurisdictional legal workgroup that includes 
representation from state agencies and other 
counties. 

 A review of the draft “Bench Book” was also 
completed recently by the workgroup. The bench 
book is for use by Superior Court Judges during a 
public health emergency. It is being developed by 
the King County Superior Court and the 
Prosecuting Attorney’s Office 

 
Medical Directors Committee

The Medical Directors will provide expertise and 
leadership for issues related to clinical care during any 
health emergency where large-scale emergency response 
and/or changes in routine healthcare delivery are 
necessary. The Medical Directors will review and develop 
clinical policies, protocols, practice standards, and plans 
that are relevant to emergency response.  
 
• The Medical Directors have discussed potential medical 

resource distribution approaches, surge models and 
Pandemic Flu employee training.  

• Dr. Kathryn Koelemay and Dr. Jeff Duchin have 
developed a series of PowerPoint presentations entitled: 

1. Preparing for Pandemic Flu: What our Healthcare 
Workers Need to Know

Regional Medical Resource Center 
(RMRC)

The RMRC is the linchpin for coordinated 
operational preparedness and response. The Center 
will monitor and distribute human and medical 
resources among participating Healthcare Coalition 
organizations and facilities based on the objectives 
of the emergency response.  
∗ The Software Selection work group is close to 

completing the Request for Proposal for the RMRC 
Software.  

∗ The windstorm emergency response has provided 
valuable insight into RMRC planning issues and 
helped mobilize many communities who will be 
valuable to the RMRC planning process.  

∗ Work continues on the Telecommunications Service 
Priority (TSP) project. A majority of the area 
hospitals have scheduled appointments to assess 
their service provider needs. Allison and her team 
have conducted 5 TSP site visits to date.  

 
King County Call Center Project 
Project Manager, Joe Cropley 
Washington Poison Control, 206-517-2383 
This project will document the existing call center 
capacity of participating health-related and medical 
organizations and will develop strategies to increase 
capacity. The Project will address medical phone 
advice and triage, as well as other public 
information needs. The project will involve the 
participation of 911 and 211 systems, Group Health 
and Evergreen Hospital, the Red Cross, the Office of 
Emergency Management, Sound Telecom, and 
Public Health.   
∗ Joe is currently engaging organizations with medical 

call centers to participate in a basic first test of the 
medical triage hotline concept for the February 1st 
pandemic flu exercise. 

∗ Joe also continues to make site visits with Allison 
Schletzbaum regarding Telecommunications Service 
Priority (TSP) for area hospitals.  

∗ Public Health Communication Manager, James Apa 
has met with Joe regarding potential models for 
phone surge and triage.  
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Alternate Facilities Project  
Project Manager - Tony Cebollero, PH at 206-205-
8621, Dr. Lewis Rubinson 206-205-5091 
Tony will work with partners to establish emergency 
facilities that can provide triage, ambulatory care, 
observation, and palliative care. These facilities will be 
designed to supplement the regular health care system 
in the event of emergencies that generate demand that 
exceeds existing surge capacity, i.e. “super surge.” 
• Tony has begun to review potential sites for alternate 

care facilities and medication/vaccine dispensing 
centers. A tour of the Connelly Center at Seattle 
University was conducted in late October. It may 
serve as a possible site for an Alternate Care Facility; 
however a follow up meeting will be scheduled.  

• Dr. Lewis Rubinson has initiated the planning 
process for alternate facilities that will provide triage, 
urgent care and palliative care.  

∗ PHSKC with support from our partners pulled 
together a special needs shelter due to the power 
outages at the end of December. The shelter was 
created to support potential nursing home 
evacuations and individuals who might require 
medical maintenance that did not have power. Many 
lessons were learned from this experience and will be 
applied to alternate facilities planning.
